 VIII.  OTHER INFORMATION  
 
 15. PROTECTION OF THE ENVIRONMENT  
 
 15.1 Each driver is required to ensure that a plastic towel (minimum 4 meters per 5 feet)  
 
develops on the ground in the reserved seat for his team where work is to be done on his  
 
car, in order to prevent any pollution In case of accidental leakage, etc.  
 
 15.2 All waste produced by each driver must be stored in containers marked according to  
the plan he receives  
 
 On administrative controls.  
 
 16. JUDGMENT CAMERA  

 

Not mandatory 
 
 All drivers must have installed camera cameras.  If a foreign competitor has a camera on  
 
board then it is the responsibility of each competitor to make sure the camera is recording all  
 
the parts of the race on the circuit.  Event officials may request an SD recording card at any  
 
time during the Contest following a protest or otherwise.  (See Standard FIA Standards for  
 
Autocross).
